The seven mostited issues are (in descending order): economy and jobs (24%), environment (13%),
crime and policing (11%), education and schools (9%), healti{5%e government officials (5%) and
immigration (5%). Together, these top issues account for 72% of all responses.

Although the economy and jobs, environment, crime and policing, and education and schao&ndre
have been the biggest issues facing theatd according to Floridians, these issues have different
salience to different groups in the state. Males are more concerned about the economy than females
(28% to 20%), as are workkage Floridians (30%). The environment is a greater concern to residents
of the Naples area (31%) and older Floridians (20% of tho$d %®&ars old). Females are more
concerned about education than males (12% to 6%), as are those with a child under 18 at home (15%
to 7%). Crime and policing is the principal concern of Afrisarericans (27%), lowencome

natural lands for wildlife (20%), and climate change/global warming (18%). Together, these three
problems account for 72% of all responses.
